Chinese company Norco sets up shop in Eindhoven

Eindhoven will soon be home to another high-tech company. The arrival of the Chinese company Norco is evidence that Brabant continues to be an attractive proposition for innovative companies that develop and manufacture high-quality products. Moreover, a Chinese company in Brabant is a significantly positive sign in a time when economic growth is lagging.

Norco Intelligent Technology is a Chinese manufacturer of industrial computer systems and components. The company, founded in 1990, has undergone incredible growth and currently has an annual turnover in excess of one billion US dollars. Norco has branches in Shenzhen in the province of Guangdong and in Shanghai in China. The company holds a leading international position and also has branches in Los Angeles and Toronto.

The Norco European sales office will soon be opening in Eindhoven. The company intends to reinforce its position in the European market and better serve its existing customers on the continent. In its quest for a location in Europe, Norco visited various regions in Germany and the Netherlands, as well as elsewhere. Contact between Brabant and the Chinese company dates back to 2008 when the latter met the Brabant Development Agency at the Hanover international IT trade fair, CeBIT. 

In February this year, Norco made the decision to set up shop in Eindhoven. The location was primarily inspired by the high-tech environment in South-East Brabant. The company says this will put it within easy reach of the High Tech Campus Eindhoven, the Eindhoven University of Technology and many other facilities. Furthermore, the competitive prices when it comes to offices and housing also played a significant role in selecting Eindhoven. Aside from the Brabant Development Agency, the Netherlands Foreign Investment Agency and Brainport Development (NV Rede and Brainport Operations BV) also counselled Norco in establishing a branch in Eindhoven and supported the company in mapping out opportunities for further development. 

The Norco European sales and marketing office will be led by an executive from the head office in China. A number of employees will be recruited in the city or region, and it is expected that Norco Intelligent Technology Netherlands will employ close to 20 people in Eindhoven within the next three years. Long-term options include the possibility of a European distribution centre for the branch.
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
